There you’ll 
find some stories, and simple craft activities.  But please come back when you 
want! Jesus said, ‘Let the children come to me.' To our worshippers here without 
children: children are a sign that the Body of Christ is growing, and a reminder 
that God is always doing a new thing. Please greet parents, carers and children 
with a smile. 
 

Safety 
Please always follow any directions given in how we need to move around the 
Cathedral. In the unlikely event of an emergency, please remain quiet and 
respond calmly and promptly to the directions of the Vergers. 
 

Spiritual Communion 
While some cannot, for a number of reasons, come to Church to receive their 
communion in person we will continue to incorporate the Spiritual Communion 
within our worship at the point of the distribution. 
 

Receiving Communion 
People may choose if they wish or not to receive their Holy Communion in the 
form of wine as well as bread.  If you take the chalice, please help the person 
giving the chalice by guiding the cup to your lips.  People are also reminded that 
we do not allow intinction (dipping the bread into the wine) at the Cathedral.  
Please follow the instructions given by the Stewards who will direct you to a 
communion station.  Gluten-free bread will be available at each station. 
 

Posture 
The order of service indicates whether to sit or stand, however please feel free 
to adopt the posture that you feel most comfortable with.  
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IT COSTS £5000 EACH DAY TO KEEP THE DOORS OF THE CATHEDRAL OPEN 
We receive no funding from the State for our day to day operation and rely 
entirely on donations.

They said to her, ‘Woman, why are you weeping?’ She said to them, ‘They 
have taken away my Lord, and I do not know where they have laid 
him.’ When she had said this, she turned round and saw Jesus standing 
there, but she did not know that it was Jesus. Jesus said to her, ‘Woman, 
why are you weeping? For whom are you looking?’ Supposing him to be 
the gardener, she said to him, ‘Sir, if you have carried him away, tell me 
where you have laid him, and I will take him away.’ Jesus said to her, 
‘Mary!’ She turned and said to him in Hebrew, ‘Rabbouni!’ (which means 
Teacher). Jesus said to her, ‘Do not hold on to me, because I have not yet 
ascended to the Father. But go to my brothers and say to them, “I am 
ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and your God.” ’Mary 
Magdalene went and announced to the disciples, ‘I have seen the Lord’; 
and she told them that he had said these things to her.

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Will you persevere in resisting evil, 
and, whenever you fall into sin, repent and return to the Lord? 
With the help of God, I will. 
 

Will you proclaim by word and example  
the good news of God in Christ? 
With the help of God, I will. 
 

Will you seek and serve Christ in all people, 
loving your neighbour as yourself? 
With the help of God, I will. 
 

Will you acknowledge Christ’s authority over human society, 
by prayer for the world and its leaders,  
by defending the weak, and by seeking peace and justice? 
With the help of God, I will. 
 

Almighty God,  
we thank you for our fellowship in the household of faith  
with all who have been baptised in your name.
